NATIONAL TELFORD INSTITUTE ADVANCED RESEARCH WORKSHOPS: INFORMATION AND CONDITIONS

The principal purpose of a National Telford Institute Advanced Research Workshop is to support pan-Scottish collaborative research activity that would not otherwise have taken place, by providing funding to convene meetings of Scottish-based researchers to review the state-of-the-art of a specialised research topic of common interest and to stimulate thereby the formation of new pan-Scottish research groups to pursue the topic in question through concerted action.  Each Workshop will normally have a Director and one or more co-Directors drawn from at least two Scottish universities.  A pan-Scottish dimension must be demonstrated, with Workshop participants being drawn from more that 1 Research Partnership.  

The Telford Institute recognises two types of Workshop activity:

Type 1:  A meeting that undertakes a scoping exercise to determine the depth and breadth of Scottish interest in a particular specialised topic of research.   Only Scottish-based researchers are expected to participate and the duration of the event will normally be less than 1 day.  Such a Workshop will normally lead subsequently to a Type II Workshop (see below). 

Type II: A meeting in which a specialised topic for which research activity within Scotland is already substantial, well-established and externally-recognised is identified in advance.  Telford support is provided to enable the Workshop to define and refine the pan-Scottish critical mass of research within the topic, in order to exploit this for the benefit of the Scottish research sector as a whole.  The input and participation of internationally-recognised experts (including those based outside Scotland) is an essential component of this type of Workshop. Such experts are expected to play a leading role in the Workshop proceedings by (i) informing the host community of recent international developments and important outstanding research challenges affecting the topic in question and (ii) providing criticism on existing Scottish research activity on the topic.  The duration of this type of Workshop will normally be between 1 and 2 days.

Telford Institute support consists of reasonable travel, accommodation and subsistence expenses for all participants from Scottish universities and, where appropriate, a limited number of internationally-recognised experts.  Each Workshop will normally be held in the home institution of the Director or co-Director(s), with the local costs (room hire, advertising, refreshments) of hosting the Workshop being covered by the Telford Institute.  Participation in the Workshops is unrestricted but travel, accommodation and subsistence expenses can only be paid by the Telford Institute to Scottish-based researchers or designated international experts.  External co-sponsorship of a Telford Institute Workshop is allowed but it must be approved by the Telford Committee in advance of any agreement being confirmed.  The involvement in the Telford Institute Workshops of non-university-based research, monitoring and industrial sectors is encouraged.

Outline costs are to be submitted to the Telford Institute Director by the Workshop Director, for approval in advance.

The Director of an approved Workshop will be expected to advertise the event widely, with a clear indication in any distributed material of the support of the Telford Institute.  In any publicity and advertising campaign, each Workshop must be clearly branded with the Telford Institute logo.  

For each Workshop, contributed papers (and any electronic presentation) must be prepared in a standard format and lodged with the Telford Institute as a record of the Workshop.  A report outlining the outcomes of the meeting and plans for further action must be submitted to the Institute by the Director within a specified period after the Workshop.  Such documents will be publicly accessible via the Telford Institute web site, on a password-protected registration basis
